the following sixth and last stage would
be cnough to give us the win”

With such a large number of four-
wheel drive WRC and Group N (Show-
room Class) cars entered in the rally, it
was inevitable that some of the stages cut
up badly by the time the two-litre
two-wheel drive cars came through.

“With the 1.9 Peugeots running be-
hind the more powerful [our-wheel-drive
cars, the roads on some of the stages
were very rough,” commented Kerr, “In
fact. the lesser-powered two-wheel-drive
cars — seeded at the front — set laster
times on the second run through stage
four, This seeding affects the outcome of
the two-wheel-drive and junior titles.”

It was a day of mixed fortunes for
1 7-year-old Jonathan Smith from Cross-
ford. who was running in the Peugeot
Challenge 1.6L class.

Despite his age and inexperience, the
talented youngster was leading his class
after two stages, selting some hugely
impressive stage times before he came to
