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the running order, Leaker Direct- and bagson-
line.com-backed Alick kept up an impressive pace as he
looked to hammer home the advantage in the 1.9
Challenge title race.

“We were terrified all afternoon that the car would
break after we heard a mysterious rumbling in the
morning,” admitted Alick, who benefited from rival Ian
Munro’s retirement to move into a commanding cham-
pionship lead. “We were driving very cautiously on the
last stage, when, one kilometre in, we got a puncture.
Tom and 1 knew that if Tan had got through OK he
would have beaten us so it was an anxious wait at the
finish.”

A delighted Hynd said: “On Stage One, we took 15
seconds out of Andrew Wood's time. He might have
claimed he backed off a bit but T don’t care — we still
took 15 seconds out of Andrew Wood!”

At the 1.6 Challenge level, things didn’t quite go
according to plan for Crossford’s Jonathan Smith on his
return to the driving seat after a snowboarding acci-
dent.

Following a frantic search for a car to replace the
vehicle that Jonathan’s father Colin wrote off on the Jim
Clark Reivers Rally, Smith junior took his place on the
entry list in a machine which he had hired from fellow
205 Challenge campaigner Ross Hunter.
